
HOW TO ACCESS THE INTERNET SERVICES
Access the internet services from the standby screen by pressing
the key, then select "Internet" from the menu.
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Up/down scrolling in the screen
Move cursor left/right in an
edit screen

1 to 9 keys: Access to items
listed on the screen (short
press)

Access to bookmarks added by
numbers(1) (long press) 

Send a call

Return to the previous page
(short press)
Return to standby screen 
(long press)
Deletes characters in edit
screen

KEYPAD LAYOUT

When you use the telephone for the first time, you'll be asked to
enter your phone number in the format requested by the operator.
(1) Available only if provided by the network.

1 You are in “Numerical” mode.
& You are in “Symbol” mode.
! You are in “Smart” mode.
